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1. Introduction

Illegal employment of third-country nationals (TCNs) continues to be a source of concern for many European
countries. Statistics show that in 2015 for example, the estimated scale of illegal employment in different Member
States varied from 10% up to 30% of their GDP. Not only is undeclared work a pull factor encouraging irregular
immigration, but illegal employment has also an impact on: the tax revenues of a Member State, competition among
economic actors and the creation of social dumping. Moreover, illegal employment is also considered a social policy
and fundamental rights issue, since the rights of illegally employed workers are often violated.

The most recent Communication of the European Commission on the Delivery of the European Agenda on Migration
(COM(2017) 558 final) highlights the fact that a portion of the EU economy continues to relay on the labour of
irregular migrants, therefore undermining the implementation of legal migration schemes. The Communication also
recalls that, at the EU level, efforts to reduce illegal employment have been undertaken through different measures
and legislative instruments such as: the Employers Sanction Directive, the EU Action Plan against Migrant
Smuggling and the Platform on Undeclared Work!. The EU Directive - which aims to prohibit and sanction the
employment of irregular migrants and improve the illegal employment detection mechanisms - together with the EU
Action Plan against Migrant Smuggling - through which Member States shall increase the number of labour
inspections in high-risk economic sectors- and the Platform on Undeclared Work - under which Member States shall
cooperate to explore and better understand the employment conditions of third-country nationals- form already a
good basis for the understanding of the scale of the problem and also provide a policy framework to tackle the issue
of illegal employment. Besides the underground economy that currently acts as a ‘pull factor’ for irregular work, the
Commission has nevertheless stressed the need for a better understanding of all the other factors that contribute,
directly or indirectly, to the state of irregularity of migrants in the EU.

2. Aims and objectives of the event

This event marks the launch of the EMN Study on ’lllegal employment of Third-Country Nationals in the European
Union’. This comparative report maps the measures in place to fight the phenomenon across the EU, possible problem
areas, MS strategies and good practices to overcome them. The event, however, will also provide an opportunity to
discuss the recent EU developments on the issue and the practices and measures implemented by some of the
